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	General:
	All Post members and guests are subject to the observance of the Post Constitution and Bylaws (CBL) and Post Policy and Procedure (P&P), and all applicable local, state, and federal laws while on the Post property or engaged in Post activities.  Violations of public law, the CBL, or P&P, especially egregious breaches of conduct as defined in P&P0021, may call for the individual’s immediate departure, or barring, from the property or activity.

	Definition:
	Barring is a declaration banning an individual from Post facilities and Post activities.  A barring remains in effect until revoked by the Executive Committee (ExComm).

Barring is not a judgment nor a punishment; it is a control measure to defuse a situation and/or to protect members, guests, and Post property.

	Legal Basis:
	Failure to depart the premises upon notice of barring, or returning before authorized to do so, is an offense under Section 30.05. Criminal Trespass of the Texas Penal Code.  
The individual should be informed of this should they choose not to leave or they return without authorization.  If the barring is still ignored, law enforcement should be contacted.

	Reporting:
	Any member or guest who is aware of a violation of public law, the Post CBL or a P&P, especially inappropriate conduct as defined in P&P0021, should bring it to the attention of a Post officer.  

	Officer’s Procedure:
	An officer witnessing or made aware of an infraction should, in coordination with other officers present, determine the degree of the transgression and act accordingly.  In cases of especially egregious inappropriate conduct, the officer(s) may bar a member or guest from the premises and Post activities.  The officer(s) must notify the Commander and the ExComm of the infraction and the action taken as soon as possible.  The officer should provide as much detail of the incident, including the individuals involved and any witnesses available.

	ExComm Procedure:
	The ExComm must review the information available and immediately act upon the barring, voting to 1) revoke the barring, 2) continue the barring for a set period to allow further collection of information and/or assessment of the specifics, or 3) continue the barring for a set period pending action under P&P0022, Non-Judicial Resolution, or the Discipline of Post Members article of the CBL.  Under options 2 or 3, the ExComm must again act upon the barring before the expiration of the set period.  

	Notification:
	The ExComm must inform the barred individual of all votes acting upon their barring.
