Administrator:  1st Vice Commander
	General:
	Post TX115 membership eligibility is governed by its constitution and bylaws (CBL).  The 1st Vice Commander (1st Vice) is primarily responsible for membership matters.

	Eligibility:
	Any person who served or is currently serving in the Armed Forces of the United States of America, including the Reserve and National Guard, at any time after Sept. 15, 1940, or any American citizen, as an American citizen, who served in the Armed Forces of an Allied nation of the United States at any time after Sept. 15, 1940 and before May 8, 1975, is eligible for regular membership in AMVETS, provided such service — when terminated by discharge or release from active duty — is by honorable discharge, honorable separation, or general discharge under honorable conditions.  Proof of eligibility should be obtained from all prospective members, i.e., current military ID card, DD-214, discharge papers, or other acceptable documents.  
Post TX115 does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, religion, gender identity, sexual orientation or identity, or national origin (National Bylaws Article XV).

	Exclusion:
	No person who is a member of, or who advocates the principles of, any organization believing in, or working for the overthrow of the United States government by force, and no American citizen or permanent resident alien in the United States, one of its territories, possessions or the District of Columbia who refuses to uphold and defend the Constitution of the United States shall be privileged to become, or continue to be, a member of this organization.

	Categories & Dues:
	AMVETS has two membership categories, annual and life.  For annual memberships, dues are received together with the membership application, or are generated through renewal notices.  For Life memberships, dues are received together with the Life Membership Transmittal Form.

	Processing:
	The 1st Vice coordinates with the finance officer to ensure dues payments are properly recorded in the general ledger and deposited in the post’s bank account.  For annual memberships, the 1st Vice remits the National and Department dues portions through the National website utilizing the Post Debit Card.  For Life memberships, the 1st Vice prepares and mails the appropriate dues remittance form, together with the check for the department and national dues amounts, to the National Membership Department.

	Certificates:
	Honorary memberships are not granted.  In lieu of this, Certificates of Merit may be awarded to those rendering distinct service to the community and the American veterans who have served or are serving in the Armed Forces of the United States during and since World War II.  Awards requested by the Post must be approved by the Department of Texas executive committee.

	Records:
	The Membership Officer maintains the Post membership roster.
