	General:
	The Honor Guard is the public face of the Post.  Led by the Honor Guard Officer (HGO), its mission is to:

	
	· Respectfully honor our fallen fellow veterans by rendering Final Military Honors
· Respectfully honor our Nation, our Flag, and our Oaths to both, through Color Guards and other public displays
· Encourage maximum participation by striking a balance between performance, physical abilities, and availability through ongoing dialog among members
· Enjoy the camaraderie of fellow veterans and the satisfaction of public service

	Participation:
	Honor Guard membership is open to all Post members.  While there is no mandatory minimum participation level, members are encouraged to support all events.

	Performance:
	The HGO defines standard drill and ceremony routines.  Individual ceremony elements and sequences are dependent on the desires of the requesting party, venue, weather, and the physical abilities of available members.  

	Requests:
	The HGO or Post Commander coordinates all requests.  Priority is given to Military Honors, where the coordinating officer has approval authority upon confirming the Veteran’s status.  Participation in public events (e.g. organized by governmental entities, schools, nonprofits, etc.) and at for-profit business events must be approved by the Executive Committee.  All event participation, including the amount of marching and standing, should be based on the available members’ physical abilities.

	Honorarium:
	Rendering Military Honors and support of public events is done as a community service and no honorarium is required or expected.  However, participation at 
for-profit business events should include a donation to the Post to cover expenses.

	Uniforms:
	All Honor Guard uniforms should present a sharp military image that honors the veteran’s service while not overly favoring any individual service branch.  The HGO, in coordination with the Post Commander, selects the proper uniform for each event.

	
	White Service Uniform
· Black dress shoes or boots

· Black pants (no blousing) with Black Belt

· White tee shirt

· White Honor Guard Logo Epaulet Shirt

· Black Garrison Cap

· Optional:  Black Tie
Grey Service Uniform – same as above with Grey Honor Guard Logo Epaulet Shirt
	Green Heritage Uniform

· Black jump, combat, or jungle boots

· OD Green BDU pants, bloused

· OD Green tee shirt

· OD Green BDU shirt

· Black beret

	
	The Black Honor Guard Logo Jacket is authorized with all uniforms

	
	Members are asked to furnish their own black footwear, pants, belt, and white tee shirt for the service uniforms.  The Post issues all other items.

	
	Wear of earned decorations and qualifications is encouraged on all uniforms.

· Ribbons – on left directly above the pocket flap

· Qualification badges, on left above ribbons or as appropriate

· Army unit awards – on right directly above the pocket flap

	Expenses:
	The Commander may approve amounts up to $100 in new uniform items monthly.  
In general, members are asked to contribute their time, meal, transportation, and uniform maintenance costs.  Under exceptional circumstances, as determined by the HGO in coordination with the Commander, the Post can authorize the payment, or reimbursement, of honor guard participation-related expenses.  The Commander may approve amounts up to $100.  Members may appeal to any Post officer for ExComm reconsideration of a denied request or raise the issue as a motion in a Post General Meeting.
Amounts greater than $100 must be approved by the Executive Committee (ExComm).  The total of all CC0400 expenditures must not exceed the fiscal year budgeted amount.  Any expenditure above the budget must be approved as a budget amendment, per the procedure in P&P0031.

	Records:
	The HGO should maintain a roster of current members, including contact numbers, e-mail addresses, and uniform items issued.  Updated rosters should be shared with the Post Commander, Vice Commanders, and Adjutant.

	Notification:
	The HGO should brief Post membership at every general meeting, including upcoming events, previous events supported, and expenditures.
