Any change to the above usage is to be coordinated with Post TX115’s, Facility Officer, a Vice Commander, or Commander.
Post TX115 activities have priority over all other facility usage and may prevent availability on the above date(s)/time(s).
A Post TX115 member must open and secure the facilities.  Post TX115 members are not permitted to relinquish control of their building keys to outside organizations or individuals.

Inspection

User inspected the physical condition of the facility, is fully aware of the physical condition of the facility, and accepts the use of the facility in an “as is” condition.  User agrees to comply with all terms and conditions of this Facility Use Agreement, including the Indemnification provision, knowing the physical condition of the facility.

User agrees to:
· Provide adequate adult supervision for all activities and take reasonable steps to ensure orderly behavior at all times.

· Return facilities to pre-use condition.  Furniture, if moved, will be returned to its original arrangement.  Building furnishings will not be used or moved outside.  All trash should be removed and new bags placed in cans.  If soiled, tables, chairs, and floors should wiped, vacuumed, or swept as appropriate.  Outside equipment and furnishings, if used, should be returned to the storage building.
· Not erect signs, banners, decorations, etc., on Post TX115 property or facilities without advance permission of the Facility Officer, a Vice Commander, or Commander.  If permitted, these must be erected and removed in a manner not destructive to the property.

· Not allow pets, open flames (such as candles), or smoking (including vapor devices) in the buildings.

· Not provide access to Post TX115 facilities to other organizations or individuals.

User Liability

User is responsible for safeguarding the facilities, including fixtures, furnishings, and equipment, from soiling, misuse or damage and agrees to reimburse Post TX115 for any damage, breakage, maintenance, or cleanup cost arising out of User’s use.
Post TX115 Liability

Post TX115 shall not be held liable for accidents and/or injury, physical, mental, or emotional, suffered by individuals engaged in activities occurring within or upon Post TX115 facilities during the time the facilities are utilized by User.  Further, Post TX115 shall not be responsible for any loss or damage to personal property in the use of the facilities.

Indemnification

As a condition for use of the facilities, User agrees to indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless Central Texas American Veterans Post TX115 and Hays County Texas, and any official, officer, member, employee, trustee, agent or representative of Central Texas American Veterans Post TX115 or Hay County Texas from any and all claims, liabilities, demands, lawsuits, allegations, judgments, and all forms including attorney fees and recoverable costs, (singularly or collectively ‘claims’) including claims for bodily, emotional, and personal injury, property damage or loss, brought or made against it, arising out of, relating to, caused by, or resulting from User’s use of the Post TX115 facilities, including claims relating to, arising out of, or cause by the physical condition of the facility, whether or not the basis of the claim(s) was caused by or contributed to, in whole or in part, the negligence of Post TX115 or Hays County Texas, or any their officials, officers, members, employees, trustees, agents, or representatives.

This document contains the entire agreement of the parties and supersedes all prior written or oral agreements on the matter.
