	General:
	Fundraising is vital to the accomplishment of all Post activities and supporting Post facilities operation including utilities and upkeep.  All members are encouraged to look for possible fundraising opportunities and to raise them to the Commander or at a Post general meeting.

	Discussion:
	Possible fundraising events or activities are raised and considered at Post general meetings with discussion of their viability and desirability.  Considerations for viability include conflict with other activities, other entities fundraising efforts, and return on member volunteer time.  Desirability factors include member support and the whether the fundraising activity will reflect positively on AMVETS, in general, and the Post in particular.

	Procedure:
	Any member can motion for a particular fundraising event or activity.  Motions should include funds necessary for the effort (see P&P0810).  Upon a positive vote, the Commander (or other presiding officer) requests volunteers for a fundraising activity/event chairperson, selects one from the candidates, and then requests volunteers for the committee.

	Committee:
	The committee works the event details, coordinating with the venue sponsors (if applicable), organizing Post members, and purchasing any necessary items.

	Notification:
	The Fundraising Chair or Commander should detail plans or results at Post general Meetings.
